Minutes for August 15th Covenant’s Committee meeting

We read the minutes from last meeting and voted to approve them.

We began section 7 regarding fences. Mike Potts read the Brimfield Township zoning restrictions regarding fencing.

We held a vote to determine if we should allow fencing in the front yard. The vote was 

8 no fencing in front yard, 

1 to allow fencing in front yard. 

We had discussion about whether to allow fencing of the side yards. Some members brought up that they would like to be able to fence in the side yard to allow for access to the rear yard through a side garage door. Others expressed that it would interrupt the line of the homes exterior profile and could diminish the feeling of openness between homes. 

A vote was taken.

4 do not allow fencing of side yards

5 allow fencing of side yards

We then decided to determine how far the setback would be from the front of the home. A vote was taken

4 voted for 5 feet from front

5 voted for 10 feet from front of house

We discussed materials and styles of fencing. Everyone present expressed their opinion about chain link and metal fencing. It was determined to not allow chain link or metal fencing. 

Someone brought up the possibility of a decorative wrought iron fence. And it was decided that it would be an exception and could be appealed to the board for a variance if someone wanted to use that type. 

Materials must be durable and able to with stand weather conditions. They must be white, natural, or stained/painted to match the main color of the home. They must be maintained in good condition. Board may approve other colors/ types of fences on an individual basis. 

Setbacks will be 2 feet from property line to allow for mainteince of fencing.

We began discussion regarding section 10. A member stated that he wanted to make it clear that parking of regular vehicles (cars, small trucks, suv’s) in ones own driveway was allowed. All agreed.
We discussed boats, trailers, campers, etc. and weather or not to allow them, if so what size and time frame would they be allowed to stay in the driveway.  We were running short on time so we agreed to start with this next meeting.
