Minutes for the Covenant’s Committee meeting Sept 19th (Sept 17th was rescheduled to tonight)
Members Present: Amador, Crystal, Darby, Maria, Mike Hanshaw, Jocelyn, Dominic, Jennifer

I did not have the minutes from the last meeting, so we began by discussing the cat/dog issue again. Since the vote was so close last time and we now have more members present, we discussed the number of cats/dogs allowed. A member suggested that we possibly change the rule to allow a total of 4 animals regardless of type. 

There was a vote A. to allow 4 total animals (3 votes) B. leave alone but change and/or to and (5 votes) 

We discussed section 15 regarding the discharge of guns ammunition or explosives. There was a suggestion to add archery/crossbow type weapons to the list. One member objected stating that it would prevent him from practicing in his yard. Other members were concerned that the term “gun” be replaced with firearm, allowing kids to shoot BB or paintball guns. There was a vote A. to add firearm and archery to the language (6 votes) B. Leave alone (2 votes) 
Section 16 regarding 4 wheelers or motorbikes on common properties we voted 7-1 to leave it alone. Many members citing liability issues and concerns for those living near the common property
Section 17 regarding boating or swimming in detention pond we voted 8-0 leave it alone

We decided to wait until next meeting to do section 18

Section 19 regarding landscaping and concrete driveways we discussed and voted unanimously to leave alone. We decided the provision is still necessary even though all the building is complete in the event someone needs their driveway/ mailbox replaced.

We also wanted to make sure the Board has the specs for the mailboxes. 

Section 20 was discussed regarding the altering of common properties. We voted to leave alone, except to replace declarant with Board of Trustees

We also briefly discussed pools, fencing requirements. We read the zoning for pools out loud and agreed to pick up with this next meeting. Also Amador is going to try to have a spread sheet done with each provision and our recommendations so that we can review.
